Space Needs

Space Needed
· 8 classrooms. 4 will need to fit 25 students (ideally on same floor).  4 will need to fit 23-24 students (ideally on same floor).  Ideally, two of the classrooms (one on each floor) with have sinks for science.  Wall space in each classroom for at least one white board and one bulletin board.
· 4 other spaces that can fit 17 students (ideally, 2 on each floor).  The spaces will be used for advisory and activities but should also be used for other purposes as well.

· Office space (could be one or two spaces) for 12 full time teachers.  FT teachers will likely have desks in this space (vs. in their classrooms)?  
· Secure office space for at least one learning specialist (will have second learning specialist in second year).  Space will be used for private work with a student or students and this office could also house all SPED files. 
· Office space for office manager.  If the entry hall remains as wide as in currently proposed, the office manager and receptionist might be able to have their spaces cordoned off in the entry hall.  That’s not ideal, but doable.
· Office space for receptionist.  Could be shared with office manager.  
· Office space for principal.

· Office space for executive director.  Could be shared with principal.

· An office space for the nurse to conduct private examinations.  Access to sink in this office would be ideal.  Because private examinations are infrequent, this office could be shared with the learning specialists, maybe.

· At least one copy/storage room. Copy machine, copy supplies, and teacher supplies could be in the teachers’ office(s).  The Fitness PT teacher will need a decent-sized closet.  The Art Teacher will need a decent-sized closet. Space also needed for a fridge, microwave and small communal table for paper cutter, three-hole punch, etc.
· Plan for student jackets, bags, etc.  (Cubby holes or lockers?  Could be in advisor rooms.)
· Area to put lunches that will likely be brought in, ideally with sink (can be a small area).
· Place for visitors to place their coats and belongings.
· Space for Activities instructors and subs to place equipment, materials, etc.  
Nice to Haves (in descending order of importance)

· Computer room (that could be one of the 4 afore-mentioned multi-purpose rooms, if the 25 computers were along the walls with open space in the middle)

· Conference room (that could be one of the four multi-purpose rooms).

· Library (that could be one of the 4 afore-mentioned multi-purpose rooms.  Same space could have another usage like a conference room.)

· Faculty lounge (though if faculty office space is big enough, this would not be that important).

· A small space for students who are sent out of classrooms for disciplinary reasons.  It’d be nice to have this space in addition to the 4 multi-purpose rooms in case students are sent out during advisory, focus or activities.  It’d be great to have this space for in-school suspensions, too.
· Assembly area (though it seems like it will be a waste of space w/o a space large enough for 200 people)
