1 PARTIES.

PETS.
No pets will be permitted by the LESSEE at XXXXX Charter School, Address, City, ST.

9.
USE OF NAME.
The name of  XXX Charter School shall be used by the LESSEE in promotional materials only to indicate travel directions to the leased facility.

10.
SMOKING.    The LESSEE agrees to refrain from smoking in all areas on the LESSOR’S campus.  

11.
SUPERVISION.
The LESSEE agrees to provide adequate supervision to protect against loud and unruly behavior and physical damage. 

12.
LIABILITY INSURANCE.  The LESSEE and all LESSEE contractors will provide the LESSOR or its agent 
with the following with  certificates of insurance which note the following:



Comprehensive General Liability, including Products/Completed Operations and Contractual Liability coverage in the minimum amount of $1,000,000 Combined Single Limit for Bodily Injury and Property Damage.


NOTE:  If coverage is provided on a claims-made form, a five (5) year discovery period is required.



Sexual Abuse and Molestation Liability coverage at a minimum limit of $1,000,000 Combined Single Limit for Bodily Injury and Property Damage



Liquor Liability coverage at a minimum limit of $1,000,000 Combined Single Limit for Bodily Injury and Property Damage



Automobile Liability at a minimum limit of $1,000,000 Combined Single Limit for Bodily Injury and Property Damage



Statutory Workers Compensation including Employees Liability at minimum limits of $100,000/$500,000/$100,000


For Lease of Premises:

Lessor must be named as Additional Insured as their interest may apply for incidents/claims arising out of the Lessee’s use of Lessor’s facilities.


For Contractors:


XXX Charter School must be named as Additional Insured as their interest may apply for incidents/claims arising out work performed on behalf of XXX Charter School by the Contractor
XXX Charter School assumes no responsibility for the theft, damage or destruction of Lessee’s/Contractor’s personal property or the personal property of the Lessee’s/Contractor’s subcontractor(s) or employees.

In the event that the LESSEE and/or its contractors fail to provide the noted insurance coverages, the LESSOR shall have the right to cancel this contract. If the contract is cancelled, deposits will be returned less costs incurred to that date by the LESSEE to prepare for the function.  
13.
INDEMNIFICATION.
The LESSEE shall hold harmless and indemnify the LESSOR against all liabilities of every kind and character, settlements, costs, charges, damages, expenses, including but not limited to attorney fees, which may be imposed upon, incurred by, or asserted against LESSOR by reason of (a) any failure on the part of the LESSEE, its successors, heirs, assigns or agents to perform or comply with any conditions required to be performed or complied with by the LESSOR under this agreement, or (b) any injury to person, or loss of, or damage to property of any nature whatsoever sustained or occurring on the leased premises on account of or based upon the act, omission, fault, negligence or misconduct of any person whomsoever other than the LESSOR, its employees and agents.

14.
EXECUTION OF LEASE.   It is understood that this lease shall not be binding on the LESSOR until accepted and signed by a duly authorized agent for the LESSOR.

15.
MODIFICATIONS.   No changes to this agreement shall be considered binding unless attached in writing to this document and signed by both the LESSOR and the LESSEE.

16.
TERMINATION.
   This lease may be terminated at the sole discretion of the LESSOR.  Notification will be provided to the LESSEE at least 30 days in advance of the lease term.

17.
COMPLIANCE WITH LAWS.
The LESSEE acknowledges that no trade or occupation shall be conducted in the leased premises or use made thereof which will be unlawful, improper, noisy or offensive, or contrary to any law or any municipal bylaw or ordinance in force in the City/Town of NAME OF CITY/TOWN, Massachusetts.  The LESSEE also acknowledges that it must obtain a permit to serve alcohol from the CITY/TOWN Board of Health.  The LESSEE shall provide to the LESSOR one week prior to the event a copy of the permit they were issued by the Town of CITY/TOWN .  

18.
GOVERNING LAW.
This agreement shall be construed and governed according to the laws of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.

19.
LEASE ASSIGNMENT. The LESSEE shall not assign this lease or sublet the property of the LESSOR without written approval of the LESSOR.  

20.
MARGINAL HEADINGS, PRONOUNS.
The marginal headings used in this agreement are for convenience only and shall not be deemed to be a binding portion of this agreement.  The pronouns he, she, or it are also used for convenience, and in the event that an improper pronoun has been used, it shall be deemed changed so as to render the sentence in which it is contained effective in accordance with its terms.

21.
Neither party shall be liable under this agreement should performance become impossible due to events beyond their control, such as Acts of God, hurricanes, floods, governmental actions, or other unforeseen actions which are out of the control of both the LESSEE and the LESSOR.
